March 2015: Initial contact to my (GFP) office about upcoming agenda item Stony Point 3™ Addition
Preliminary Plan for 3/17 Watertown Plan Commission meeting.

March 17, 20186: | attended the Plan Commission meeting and spoke to the members of all the negatives
associated with the Proposed Plan for Stony Point 3 Addition. Main reason GFP was against this plan
was that it called for the filling and channelization of the entire wetland area ~ approximately 4 acres.
Filling this wetland adjacent to L.ake Kampeska would be negative for several reasons:

- Present wetland plants work as a filtering process for water entering the lake, improving water

quality and helping control potential algae blooms.
- Location is one of very few remaining aquatic habitat areas on Lake Kampeska. Area provides some

spawning and more importantly a rearing area for all game fish at early life stages.
- Wetlands act as buffers for erosion control and storage areas during high water events — helping to
reduce flooding.

April 2015: Developer Bob Drake met with GFP staff in Pierre. GFP staff informed him that he needed to
come up with a new plan with less impact (no fill) to the wetland and that any impact below the Ordinary
High Water Mark would need to be permitted through GFP Lakeshore Alteration Permit.

May 2016: Developer met with me (Rhet Russell) on a revised development plan and at that time
submitted an application with SD GFP to Alter Lakeshore or Bottom Lands. His new plan called for no fill in
the wetland area but still calls for a channel coming off the existing Hidden Valley channel. This proposed
channel will have some impact to the wetland but at less of a scale at approximately % to % of an acre.

June 2018: Had a couple of on-site tours to look at proposed channel location and to evaluate possible
impacts to the area — in particular the wetland. GFP Staff determined that the new plan was much better
than the original plan and that it was a plan that we comfortable with approving.

August 20, 2015: Watertown Plan Commission meeting. Plan Commission approved developer's
preliminary plan with several criteria to be met which included protection of the wetland, approved 404
permit from USACOE and approved shoreline alteration permit from SDGFP

November 19, 2015: Watertown Plan Commission meeting. Paul Hinderaker who is the chairman of the
Lake Kampeska Water Project District brought before the commission a hydrology report study conducted
by RESPEC engineering firm of Rapid City. The report sites possible problems with the storm retention
design of the Stony Point development. Because this report was given to the commission just before the
meeting started it was decided to table the plat approval at that time so that the city engineers and other
interested parties could study the hydrology report.

To date December 8, 2015:

- USACOE is still gathering information on the proposed channe! that will connect to Lake Kampeska,
this is for the 404 Permit.

- City of Watertown engineers are studying the hydrology report in respect to runoff and storm water
retention as it relates to local ordinances.

- SD GFP is waiting for completed report from USACOE on the proposed channel.
